Questions about buying? Ask Joe.

Q. Should we contact a lawyer before looking
for a house?

The seller
has the final say in how much deposit is required.
Q. If I rent and give my landlord two months
notice, can 1 take possession of my new home
immediately?

A. Yes, but talk to your Real Estate Professional to
make sure its coordinated and the dates line up.
Q. When 1 buy a home, who pays for the home
inspection?

A. Usually the buyer pays, but its optional.

A home inspection is highly recommended to
prevent buying a “money pit”.
Q. T'am buying a condo. Do I still need a home
inspection?
A. Again optional. Condo owners are responsible
for the inside of the home; condo associations are
responsible for common areas, and structural and
mechanical items pertaining to the building as a
whole.
