Changing your vehicle’s oil is
one of the simplest and most cost
effective maintenance procedures.
From now until February 29th,
Canadian Auto Mall is giving away a
free jug of windshield washer fluid
with every oil change service – just
bring this article to the service centre.

Your vehicle needs an oil change
approximately every 3 months, or
every 5000 km, according to most
manufacturers.   You should consult
your owner’s manual for exact
recommendations as the fine print can
vary for different vehicles.  What you
may consider “normal” driving may
actually be severe driving for your car,
especially if you are making short (10
minute) trips in cold weather, are in
stop-and-go traffic, or driving in
dusty conditions (gravel road).  For
maximum protection, every 3 months
is a good guideline to follow.

As your engine accumulates
mileage, the oil starts to break down.

If it isn’t changed often enough, it can
lead to accelerated wear and engine
problems – loss of performance and
fuel economy and increased emissions
and oil consumption.  

The oil filter is your engine’s
main line of defence against abrasion.
The filter traps dirt, carbon and metal
particles from the oil before they can
damage the engine.  The more dirt and
other contaminants the filter can trap
and hold, the better.  Over time the
accumulated dirt and debris trapped in
the filter can obstruct the flow of oil, so
it is important to change your filter as
well.
